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SAVANNAH RIVER BASIN
“TEXTILE RECOVERY PLAN” UNVEILED

A consulting team led by Genesis Consulting Group recently completed for the
Economic Development Partnership of Aiken & Edgefield Counties a major eco-
nomic development recovery plan for the 10-county region of South Carolina
known as the “Savannah River Basin” and a related redevelopment plan specifi-
cally for the former Avondale textile facilities in the Graniteville area. The plans
(and associated recommendations) were unveiled on March 29 at a regional
meeting led by Third District Congressman Gresham Barrett at the USC Aiken
campus. The meeting was attended by elected officials and representatives of
local, state, and federal economic development organizations.

Topic areas emphasized in the plans include development of existing and emerg
ing industrial clusters; attraction of new ventures to targeted areas; creation of
future workforce opportunities; and implementation of various public and private
development efforts and regional cooperative efforts. Specific to the Graniteville
area, the consultant team examined several alternatives for mixed-use commer-
cial/residential developments at the sites of former textile facilities.

Representatives from the U.S. Department of Commerce — Economic Develop-
ment Administration also announced at the meeting that the

project has been selected for a Planning Performance Award that

provides additional federal grant funding to the EDP for planning

efforts.
